Rates are per night & per immediate 
family, occasionally doubling-up is 
permitted on selected sites and requires a 
second campsite fee. Youth and other 
groups should call for per person rates.  

 



 
 
2010 Season: The campground will open Wednesday, 
May 19th and closes Tuesday, October 12th. 

Campground Hosts: Bob & Flo Frank your volunteer 
hosts are pleased to answer your questions and serve you 
as they are able. The Franks reside at the entrance of the 
campground. 

Reservations: Are recommended and can be made by 
calling Brittany Baechtle at the camp office, 570 756-2200 
px206. A non-refundable deposit equal to your first night's 
fee is required and may be made by credit card. 

Check-in/out : Check-in after 2:00pm with the 
Campground Hosts. Checkout time for campsites is 12:00 
noon, 11:00 am for rentals. Late departures must be 
prearranged with hosts and may require an additional 
charge. 

Quiet Hours : Quiet hours are 10 pm to 8 am. Please be 
considerate of others guests. Children are to be under 
parent's direct supervision throughout quiet hours. 

Shared Facilities: Areas shared with the Youth Camp 
include the hiking trail network, lake and boats, pool and 
pool bathhouse, playground including the bouldering 
structure, and the outdoor courts. 

Off Limits: The gymnasium, main building and all other 
structures are off limits to campground users. 

Trash: All food and trash should be secured to keep 
critters out and your belongings protected. A receptacle is 
located near the Pavilion. 

Rental Units: Additional policies and information are 
posted in the camping cabins and cottage; please take 
note. Pets are not allowed in rental units. 

 

Campfires:  Must be contained within the provided fire 
ring; please do not move fire rings. Campfires are subject 
to restrictions ordered by local authorities. Firewood is for 
sale per crate. Please return crates and wagon to the 
woodshed immediately. 

 
Fishing:  Catch and release fishing only.  A valid PA 
fishing licenses is required for individuals 16 years and 
older.   
 
Boating: Please share equipment, others may be 
wait ing. All boats must be returned to the 
boathouse after each use. Boats are never to be 
docked/landed at a campsite. Boaters 12 and 
under must wear a life jacket (PFD), all others must have 
PFD with them in the boat. Please properly store 
equipment after use. No boating after dark. Additional 
policies are posted at boathouse. 

Pool: Swim at your own risk. Adult supervision is 
required for youth 12 & under. No swimming after dark or 
alone. Swimwear must be modest with no bare midriffs 
and swim pants are mandatory for infants and toddlers. 
Pool hours and additional regulations are posted at the 
pool. 

Visitors:  Must report to the campground hosts and pay 
the day-use fee. You are responsible for communicating 
campground guidelines to your guests. Visiting hours are 
from 8:00 am to 10:00 pm. Arrangements for overnight 
guests should be made prior to visit with the Campground 
Registrar Brittany Baechtle. Day-use fee: $2.50 per 
person / $10.00 family 

Convenience Items: Ice, a small snack shop, and a 
telephone for making 911, local, toll free, and calling card 
calls are available in the lower campground near the 
pavilion. A soft drink vending machine is located at the 
pool bathhouse. 

 

Pets: Pets must be leashed and supervised at all times, 
have current vaccinations and licenses, and of course be 
cleaned up after. RMFC reserves the right to determine 
when barking, troublesome pets must be removed. Pets 
are not allowed in rental units. 

Youth Programs: Occasionally, youth programs utilize 
campground facilities and activities may take place well 
after dark. Your understanding of potential 
inconvenience is appreciated. The Tipi Village, Pine 
Lodge, and Pavilion are resources most often reserved for 
youth programs.  

Prohibited: Items and actions not allowed include: illegal 
drugs, alcohol, fireworks, firearms or other weapons, 
removing branches from live trees, picking flowers, 
gathering plants, cutting firewood, hunting, feeding or 
disturbing wildlife, use of unlicensed motorized vehicles.  

Caution: Please be watchful with your possessions, 
RMBC&FC are not responsible for loss, damage, or theft.
